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BELEM 2025 TOWARDS COP30

Déclaration des cardinaux, évéques et organisations catholiques
réunis pour la COP30 et le Sommet des peuples a Belém

21 novembre 2025 Belém, Brésil

Du 10 au 21 novembre, des dirigeants mondiaux, des négociateurs, des mouvements populaires et
bien d'autres se sont rendus a Belém, au Brésil, pour la COP30 et le Sommet des peuples. Parmi
elles et eux, une diversité sans précédent de voix issues de notre Eglise — personnes laiques,
religieuses et religieux, cardinaux, évéques, clergé, mouvements pastoraux, organisations de
jeunes, ONG et bien d'autres encore — qui ont cherché a renforcer ce que le pape Francgois, dans
Laudato Si, a appelé «le cri de la terre et le cri des pauvres». Touché-e-s par ce que nous avons vécu
lors de cette COP, nous proposons cette déclaration a tous les catholiques et a toute personne de
bonne volonté afin qu’ils se joignent a nous dans un engagement et une action renouvelés pour
prendre soin de notre maison commune.

Dix ans apres l'accord de Paris et l'appel du pape Frangois a protéger notre maison commune, le
monde est confronté a des conditions météorologiques toujours plus extrémes et a une dégradation
de l'environnement. L'accueil de la COP30 au Brésil, un pays ou 'Eglise, les peuples autochtones et
les mouvements sociaux marchent depuis longtemps ensemble pour défendre la vie, a renforcé
l’espérance vécue par toute la communauté catholique.

Plusieurs mois avant la COP30, les catholiques ont commencé a exprimer leurs espoirs, leurs
préoccupations et leurs prieres concernant cette importante conférence. Le 12 juin, les conférences
épiscopales catholiques d'Asie, d'Afrique, d'’Amérique latine et des Caraibes ont publié une
déclaration commune intitulée Un appel a la justice climatique et a la maison commune, un appel
puissant a une action concrete et courageuse de la part des personnes les plus touchées par la crise
climatique. De méme, les mouvements et organisations catholiques ont dialogué ensemble,
partageant leurs points de vue et se soutenant mutuellement.

Nous, membres de UEglise catholique qui avons participé a la COP30 l’avons fait dans un véritable
esprit de synodalité, marchant ensemble, unis dans l'amour de Dieu pour les pauvres et la création.
En partageant notre temps lors des repas, des tables rondes, des actions de plaidoyer, au Sommet
des peuples, lors célébrations eucharistiques ou encore au moment de la procession de la Vierge
de Nazareth, nous avons rencontré une Eglise préte a s'exprimer aux cotés des personnes et de la
planéte. Nous repartons avec une espérance renouvelée, fortifiés par le témoignage de l'Eglise et la
grace vécue ensemble.

Dans Laudato Si, le pape Francois, affrontant avec audace la réalité des changements climatiques,
a appelé a une «conversion écologique». Le pape Léon XIV, dans un message adressé aux personnes
participant a la COP30, a souhaité que «tous les participants a cette COP30, ainsi que ceux qui
suivent activement ses travaux, soient inspirés a embrasser avec courage cette conversion
écologique dans leurs pensées et leurs actions, en gardant a l'esprit le visage humain de la crise
climatique».

Alors que nous poursuivons ce cheminement de conversion écologique, nous demandons la grace
de prendre davantage soin de la création, de marcher dans une solidarité plus profonde les uns avec
les autres et de grandir dans le courage nécessaire pour répondre fidelement aux défis urgents de
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notre temps, qui nous touchent tous, mais surtout les femmes, les jeunes, les migrants, les peuples
autochtones et les plus marginalisés. Comme le pape Léon vient de nous le rappeler : «Nous
marchons aux c6tés des scientifiques, des dirigeants et des pasteurs de toutes les nations et de
toutes les confessions. Nous sommes les gardiens de la création, pas des adversaires qui se
disputent son butin.»
